PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS

October--The October meeting was held in the offices of Judith Morrow, Logan County
Circuit Clerk. ' Several guests were in attendance. Brenda Jones, society ““”
member and court employee, showed the records available to the public and
how to use them. 'The evening was spent in research and examinstion of the
many different records available. Juvenile and adoption records are closed.

All Tllinois Circuit Court clerks have the same records, but only thcse for
their respective county.

Novamber--This was 2 dinner meeting held at the Heritage Inn in Lincoln, Illinois.
The program speaker was Mr. Armin Fricke of the Fricke-Calvert-Schrader
Funeral Home of Lincoln and Mt. Pulaski, Illinois. He told us that funeral
homes are often asked for information as to the place of burial. Funeral
homes will give information other than that of a confidential or personal
nature. Bach person pressnt was ziven a copy of a death certificate sa
we could understand why some information may be refused. 3
A death certificate is always recorded in the state and county where the
death occurs, and each county has only its own deaths. A coronoer's
certificate goes first to the city clerk, then to the county clerk, and
then to the state office. The married name is always ‘en the cdrtificates
Socidl Security needs all of this information in regard to insurance pay=--
‘ments, entitlements, ete. A Social Security number is very important to-
day, even children have to have them, ’

A birth certificate states the time and place of birth and the sex, but
does not. always give the parents' names, A death certificate gives the
name, age, date and cause of death, attending doctor's name, funeral -
director and the place of burial. Prior to the early 1900s and before
filing was required, doctors often failed to file births. Wills, probate ﬂMb
records, church records and family Bibles (not always gospel truth because
of the one making the recording) are sources of identification. Often-
times the obituary become the only clue to a person's identity.

Funeral homes chanze ownership, and former owners do not always give thelr
records to the new owner, They are his property and he has a right to
keep them.

A body cannot be buried on private property that is not designated as a
cemetery. A cremated body does not have to be buried. ' After the cremation
the responsibility of the funeral director ends, disposal of the ashes is
up to the family involved.

The eity clerk of the county s2at must issue the burial permit. Many
unusual epitaphs are found on tombstones, but they often give considerable
information as to the deceased, partiecularly those of earlier days. A
short film was shown depicting various types of monuments which reflect
the temperament and desires of the family.

This was a most interesting and informative progzram as a quastion and
answzr period followed.

Charles B. Spaugh, local member, presented a program on methods he uses
in his genealogical work. He particularly stressed the use of photos,
photocopying, FULL documentation of source of material, name of book,
publisher, date and page; family reunions with plenty of publicity of
the reunion, and ORGANIZATION in all areas of research.

Jeanette Buse, local member, showed and told of some of her collection of
family records.

FEBRUARY-- Gary Jones, local member, presented an account of the 73 Illinois
Infantry during the Civil War. Logan County had some men in this group.
One of their major battles was at Perryville, Kentucky, This was not a
military battle as much as an economic one to secure material resources,
such as food, for the army. Kentucky had good supplies of food and live-
stock. His review gave some of the weaknesses of the Confederate army
and some of the military mistakes both armies made and the reason for the
Union victory. This battle saved Kentucky for the Union.

MARCH--- A very interesting talk on the family background and lineage of Abraham

Lincoln given by Paul Gleason, locatl Junior High teacher and historian.
Mr. Lincoln was of English ancestry. He was a descendant of a Richard
Lincoln who died in 1620, and whose first child was born in 1599.
Richard Lincoln's son Edward had a son Samuel Lincoln who came to
Mizsaohasetts in 1638, and moved from Massachusetts to Pennsylvania and
then to Virginia. Abraham's grandfather was named Abraham and was born

unb in Berks County, Pennsylvania. Abraham's father was Thomas Lincoln, a

: man who had no formal education but owned several parcels of land at
various times. The family lived in Hardin County, Kentucky, later moving
to Hodgenville, Kentucky, and from there to Spencer County, Indiana, and
then to Illinois, Abraham Lincoln had a very close relationship with his
stepmother. Abraham's real philosophy of life was established in the New
Salem days near Petersburg, Illinois.
A question and answer period followad,

APRIL=~=- Bernadine Montgomery, local member, spoke on "Documentation in Genealogy".
Remember what your parents and grandparents told you, but it must be prov-
ed to be authentic. Most societies will accept Bible records, but watch
the handwriting. Be sure to copy the title of the Bible, the date of
publication, the publisher, and name of the owner.

Good evidence are all court records. A copied will must state county
where found, book and page number, Church records are good. Cemetery
records are very good, but again copy name of book used and page number.
Copy information on tombstone exactly as found, and have it notarized.
School records are not proof, but give referential information, as do old
letters, diaries, autograph albums, scrapbooks, even old cook books put
out by societies or churches. Some county histories are accurate; some
are not.

The cardinal rule of documentation is to furnish proof of one's informat-
ion.

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THE EVOLUTION OF LOGAN COUNTY

When describing a county's history one usually begins with the time period
hgralding the arrival of the first white settlers. Available space places this
limitation on this article also. However, it should not go unmentioned that the
arrival of the Latham, Chapman and Briggs families in the early 1819s followed a
much earlier settlement. Writers of early Illinois history report a very thriving
Kickapoo settlement in the area of Central Illinois, now known as Logan Co. In
fact, it has been labeled the principal town or capital of that tribe. Annals of
the Illincis Territory, and later-written county histories, report white settlers
in Logan County, although they were temporary. The more famous of these was the
Kidrnapped Gilham family from Xentucky. However, there were many others. Nego-
tiators sent by the Covernor of the Illinois Territory lived briefly on Logan
County soil. Following their failure to settle differences with the Kickapoos,

a small army stayed long enough to destroy the indian town and build a road to
Fort Clark on Lake Peoria.

Before Logan County was formed in 1839, and until 1845 when its boundaries
last changed, .records for its inhabitants might well be found in many other
counties. This fact need not be a hinderance but rather a blessing as the Logan
Couxty Cuirthouse was destroyed by fire in April of 1857. Fortunately, a few
books containing real estate transactions were rescued.

To aid the researcher in Logan County, the following chronology of events
shows the changing boundaries and the counties of jurisdication.

1817 Logan Co. was a part of Bond County. Sangamon Co. was evenly divided
between Madison and Bond Cos.

1821 Sangamon County was formed, including in its boundaries all of the
territory now comprised in Logan Co.

1823 A government land office was established in Springfield, Illinois.

1824 (Nov. 18) 'The first claim was filed for an entry of public land in
what is now Logan Co.

1825 10 new counties were formed and Sangamon Co. was reduced in size to
all of the present Sangamon Co., all of the present Menard Co., part
of the present Mason Co. and all of the present Logan Co. except the
northern tier of townships, namely Prairie Creek, Orvil, Eminence
and Atlanta.

1827 Tazewell Co. was formed. From Dec. 1825 to Jan. 1827 the townships of
Prairie Creek, Orvil, Eminence and Atlanta were "left out in the cold"
and included in what was known as "unorganized territory.” The re-
mainder of the present Logan Co. stayed with Sangamon Co.

1830 Atlanta Township was taken from Tazewell Co. and given to McLean Co.
The other 3 townships stayed in Tazewell Co. and the remainder of Logan
Co. was still a part of Sangamon Co.

1839 (Feb., 28) Logan Co. was created. It still did not include the northern
tier of townships. DeWitt Co. was also created and Atlanta Township was
taken from McLean Co. and included in DeWitt Co.

1840 (Jan. 27) Prairie Creek, Orvil and Eminence townships were taken from
Tazewell Co. and included in Logan Co.
1840 (Feb. 26) Atlanta Township was transferred to Logan Co.
